THE ROYALTY OF SCOTLAND

The Scottish Nation is generally acknowledged to have come together between the sixth and fourteenth centuries, absorbing several races in the process of creating what certain individuals like to think of as the pure Scot. In fact, there is no such being. The early Scots were a post-Roman Gaelic-speaking people who invaded and settled the west coast, known then as Dalriada, having travelled over the sea from Ireland, and before that, it is fancifully suggested, although not as yet proven, the Middle East.
The original pre-Roman inhabitants were collectively known as Picts, because their language was pictorial and, through colonisation and marriage, and because they had no written language with which to record what was happening to them, they simply disappeared.
Meanwhile, Scandinavian Viking people invaded the far north, west coast and offshore islands and stayed on. In the south, Strathclyde Britons, a Welsh speaking people, and early Saxon settlers, put down encampments. With the first overseas trade initiatives appeared merchants, and following William the Conqueror’s invasion of England in 1066, Norman-born fortune hunters arrived in Scotland. Finally we have the influence of the English in more modern times.
The Royal House of Scotland arose from the union in 843 of the Kingdom of the Scots, Dalriada, with Caledonia, the Kingdom of the Picts, which later comprised the northern and eastern parts of the country. The Kings of the Picts, ARD RIGH ALBANN, according to their chroniclers, derived from CRUITHNE, King of the Picts (from whose seven younger sons the original Seven Earls or provincial Kings of Caledonia were deduced) through seventy kings (of whom the 49th, BRUDE MacMAELCON, 565, and NECTAN MacDERILI, 596-617, were converted to Christianity), to ...
CONSTANTINE MacANGUS, (71st), who was succeeded by,
ANGUS II, (72nd) who reigned 821-833, and had issue,
· EOGHAIN MacANGUS (73rd), of whom presently.
· Fergusia, married Eocha, of the Royal House of Dalriada, (whose official genealogy declaimed by the Royal Sennachie at the Scottish Coronation, traces their succession from FERGUS MOR MacERC (circa 496), a scion of the Royal House of the High Kings of Ireland), and had issue,
· ALPIN, who claimed the Pictish throne on Eoghain's death in 839, and was father of,
· KENNETH MacALPIN, of whom presently as 74th ARD RIGH ALBANN.
· DONALD I, who succeeded his brother.
His son and heir,
EOGHAIN MacANGUS (73rd), who died 839, when he was succeeded by his great-nephew,
KENNETH I, surnamed MacAlpin, (74th), in whose person the Crowns of Dalriada and Caledonia were united as first King of Scots from 844, and had issue,
· CONSTANTINE, who succeeded his uncle.
· AEDH, who succeeded his brother.
· a daughter who married Run, King of Strathclyde, and had issue,
· EOCHA, who succeeded his uncle.
(in both realms tribal Kingship was hereditary in the Royal race but selective as regards the individual, passing primarily to the Tanistair or nominee of the reigning Sovereign), and at his death in 859, he was succeeded by his brother,
DONALD I, who reigned from 859 to 863, when he was succeeded by his nephew,
CONSTANTINE I, (son of Kenneth I), reigned from 863 to 877, when he fell in a battle with the Danes, and was succeeded by his brother, he left issue,
· DONALD II, who succeeded his first cousin.
His brother,
AEDH, who reigned but one year, 877-8, when it is said that he was "slain by his people," and was succeeded by his nephew, he left issue,
· CONSTANTINE II, who succeeded his first cousin.
His nephew,
EOCHA, (son of Run, King of Strathclyde, by the dau. of Kenneth I), he reigned 878-889, (Ciric or Grig, son of Dungail, being associated with him) and was succeeded by his first cousin,
DONALD II, (son of Constantine I), reigned from 889-900, when he was slain in a Danish invasion, and was succeeded by his first cousin, he left issue,
· MALCOLM I, who succeeded his uncle.
His first cousin,
CONSTANTINE II, (son of Aedh), who reigned 42 years, 900-942, and, being harassed by the ravages of the Northmen, ret. 942 to the Monastery of St. Andrews, and was succeeded by his first cousin once removed, he left issue,
· INDULPH, who succeeded his second cousin.
His first cousin once removed,
MALCOLM I, (son of Donald II), reigned from 942-954 when he was succeeded by his second cousin, he left issue,
· DUBH, who succeeded his second cousin once removed.
· KENNETH II, who succeeded his third cousin.
His second cousin,
INDULPH, (son of Constantine II), reigned from 954-962, when he was succeeded by his second cousin once removed, he left issue,
· CUILEAN, who succeeded his third cousin.

DUBH, (son of Malcolm II), reigned from 962-967, when he was succeeded by his third cousin, he left issue,
· KENNETH III, who succeeded his fourth cousin.
His third cousin,
CUILEAN, (son of Indulph), reigned from 967-911, when he was succeeded by his third cousin, he left issue,
· CONSTANTINE III, who succeeded his third cousin once removed.
His third cousin,
KENNETH II, (son of Malcolm I), reigned from 971-995, when he was succeeded by his third cousin once removed, he left issue,
· MALCOLM II, who succeeded his first cousin.
His third cousin once removed,
CONSTANTINE III, (son of Cuilean), reigned from 995-997, when he was succeeded by his fourth cousin,
KENNETH III, son of DUBH, reigned from 997-1005, and was slain at Monzievaird circa 25 March, 1005, by his first cousin, he left issue,
· Bode, had issue,
· Gruoch, who married firstly Gillacomgan (decd.) and married secondly MACBETH, King of Scots (died 15 August 1057), and died without issue
His first cousin,
MALCOLM II (styled Malcolm MacKenneth), born circa 954, (son of Kenneth II), reigned from 1005-34, acceded to Alba 1005, secured Lothian circa 1016, obtained Strathclyde for his grandson Duncan circa 1016, he died 25 November 1034, at 80, having had issue,
· Bethoc, married circa 1000, Crinan, the Thane, Hereditary Abbot of Dunkeld, in the Celtic Church, mormaer of Atholl, who was slain 1045, leaving issue,
· DUNCAN I, of whom presently.
· Maldred, married Edith, daughter of Uchtred, Earl of Northumberland, and was father of Cospatrick, Earl of Northumberland.
· a daughter, who was mother of Moddan.
· Donada, married Finlaec, Mormaer of Moray, and had issue of a son,

DUNCAN I, (son of Crinan, Hereditary Abbot of Dunkeld, and Bethoc his wife, daughter of Malcolm II), reigned 1034-40, during which the north and west of Scotland were conquered by the Northmen, under Thorfinn, Jarl of the Orkneys, he married a cousin of Siward, Earl of Northumberland, and had three sons,
· MALCOLM III, of whom presently.
· DONALD BANE, who succeeded his nephew.
· Melmare
He was killed 14 August 1040, by his cousin, Macbeth, Mormaer of Moray, who had joined forces with those of the invader, and who succeeded him.
His first cousin,
MACBETH, (son of Filaec, Mormaer of Moray, and Donada, daughter of Malcolm II), reigned from 1040-57, (his kingdom being confined to the country south and west of the Tay, Thorfinn ruling over the remainder), he married Gruoch, widow of Gillacomgan and daughter of Bode, son of Kenneth III, and was killed without issue 15 August 1057, by Malcolm, son of Duncan I at Lumphanan, Aberdeenshire, he was succeeded by his stepson,
LULACH, (son of GILLACOMGAN, Mormaer of Moray, and Gruoch his wife, daughter of BODE, son of KENNETH III), was made King by MACBETH'S party, and after reigning seven months, was slain at Essie, in Strathbogie, 17 March, 1057-58, leaving issue,
· MALSNECHTIA.
· a daughter, whose son,
· ANGUS, succeeded to the Earldom of Moray, was associated with Malcolm, natural son of ALEXANDER I, in an insurrection against DAVID I, but was defeated and slain in 1130.
His successor,
MALCOLM III, known as Ceannmor, or Great Head, born circa 1031, (eldest son of DUNCAN I), ascended the throne, 17 March, 1057-58. Under him, the provinces acquired by Thorfinn, fell again under native rule. He married firstly, circa 1059, Ingibjorg, daughter or widow of Thorfinn, Earl of Orkney, and had issue,
· DUNCAN II.
· Malcolm, living 1094.
· Donald, died 1085.
He married secondly, 1068-69, Margaret (died 16 November 1093, and was canonised as St. Margaret), daughter of Edward Atheling and sister of EDGAR ATHELING, who had fled to Scotland with his sisters, and by her had issue,
· Edward, wounded with his father at Alnwick, died 16 November 1093.
· EDMUND, mentioned hereafter, died a monk.
· Ethelred, Lay Abbot of Dunkeld, died before 1097.

· Eadgith, otherwise Matilda, married 11 November 1100, HENRY I of England, and died 1 May, 1118, leaving issue. He died 1 December 1135.

Malcolm was slain at Alnwick, 13 November 1093 (buried at Tynemouth) and was succeeded by his brother,
DONALD BANE became King of Scots, 13 November 1093, but was deposed May, 1094, by his nephew,
DUNCAN II, born 1060, son of MALCOLM III, by his first wife. He married circa 1090, Ethelreda, daughter of Cospatrick, Earl of Northumberland, and had issue, a son, DUNCAN, father of WILLIAM, whose son, William of Egremont, died under age. DUNCAN II, after reigning six months, was slain at Mondynes, 12 November 1094, when,
DONALD BANE resumed the throne, 12 November 1094, his nephew, EDMUND, son of MALCOLM III (and Margaret, his wife), being conjoined with him. In 1097, through means of EDGAR ATIIELING, DONALD was defeated and expelled from Scotland, EDMUND imprisoned, and the throne assumed by EDGAR (another son of MALCOLM III). DONALD BANE'S grand-daughter and heiress, HEXTILDA, married Richard Comyn, and their descendant, John Comyn, known as the Black Comyn, was one of the competitors for the Scottish Crown in 1291. Donald Bane was succeeded by
EDGAR, born 1074, son of MALCOLM III, reigned from 1097-1107, died unmarried 8 January 1106-7, and was succeeded by his brother,
ALEXANDER I, born 1077. While Alexander reigned over Scotland, north of the Forth and Clyde, his brother DAVID, who had been trained in England, and was Earl of Northumberland, ruled with the title of Earl in Lothian and Cumbria. Alexander married Sybilla (died without issue 12 July, 1122), natural daughter of HENRY I of England. He died at Stirling, 23 April, 1124, and was succeeded by his yst. brother,
DAVID I (called The Saint), born circa 1080, married circa 1114, Matilda, widow of Simon de Senlis or St. Liz, and daughter and heiress of Waltheof, Earl of Huntingdon, and had issue,
· Malcolm, strangled when a child by his great-uncle Donald Bane.
· HENRY, Earl of Huntingdon, married 1139, - (died 1178), daughter of William de Warenne, Earl of Surrey, and died vita patris 12 June, 1152, leaving issue,
· MALCOLM, succeeded his grandfather.
· WILLIAM, The Lion, afterwards King of Scotland.
· DAVID, Earl of Huntingdon in England, married 26 August 1190, Maud, daughter and in her issue co-heir of Hugh de Kevilioc, Earl of Chester, and died 17 June 1219, having had issue,
· Robert, died vita patris unmarried
· Henry, died vita patris unmarried
· JOHN (called The Scot), Earl of Chester and Huntingdon, died without issue 5 June, 1237.
· MARGARET, married 1209, Alan, Lord of Galloway (died 1234), and had issue, three daughters,
· Helen, married Roger de Quincy, Earl of Winchester, and had issue. He died 1264.
· Christian, married 1236, William de Fortibus, Earl of Albemarle, and died without issue 1245-6.
· Devorguilla, married 1233, JOHN BALIOL (died 1269), and died 28 January 1289-90, having had issue,
· Hugh (Sir) of Barnard Castle, died without issue before 10 April, 1271.
· Alan, of Barnard Castle, died without issue
· Alexander (Sir), of Barnard Castle, died without issue before 13 November 1278.
· JOHN BALIOL, the successful competitor for the Crown in 1292.
· Cecilia, died unmarried
· Ada, married 1266, William Lindsay, of Lambarton.
· Alianora, married John Comyn, of Badenoch.
· ISOBEL, married Robert de Brus, Lord of Annandale (died 1245), and had issue, with a daughter Beatrice married Hugo de Neville, an only son,
· ROBERT BRUCE, Lord of Annandale, the competitor for the Crown in 1291-92 (and who had first claimed the Crown under a verbal nomination (by tanistry) to him by Alexander III, failing the Maid of Norway, and her issue), he married Isabel, daughter of Gilbert de Clare, third Earl of Gloucester and Hereford, and died before, 3 May, 1294, having had issue,
· le Robert Bruce, Lord of Annandale, married 1271, Margaret (died 1292), widow of Adam de Kilconcath Kilconquhar, and daughter and heiress of Neil, second Earl of Carrick, in whose right he became Earl of Carrick, and had issue,
· ROBERT, eventually KING OF SCOTLAND.
· EDWARD, had the Earldom of Carrick conferred on him by his brother, was crowned KING OF IRELAND 2 May 1316, and killed at the battle of Dundalk, 14 October 1318, without issue

· Ada, married Henry de Hastings, and was mother of Sir Henry Hastings, of Ashill, Norfolk, whose son John, first Baron Hastings, was one of the competitors for the Crown in 1291
· Ada, married 1161, Florent, Count of Holland, whose descendant, Florent, Count of Holland, was a competitor for the Crown in 1291-92.
· Margaret, married firstly, 1160, Conan de Bretagne, Earl of Richmond (died 20 February 1170-1), leaving issue, an only daughter,
· Constance wife of Geoffrey, son of HENRY II of England.
She married secondly, Humphrey de Bohun, Earl of Hereford.
· Matilda, died young, 1152.
· Claricia, died unmarried
· Hodierna, died unmarried
David I, died 24 May, 1153, and was succeeded by his grandson.
MALCOLM IV (called The Maiden), born 20 March, 1141-2, died unmarried 9 December 1165 (buried at Dunfermline), and was succeeded by his brother,
WILLIAM (known as The Lion), born circa 1143, enthroned at Scone, 24 December 1165, married 5 September 1186, Ermengarde (died 11 February 1233-4), daughter of Richard, Viscount of Bellomont, and had issue,
· ALEXANDER, afterwards ALEXANDER II.
· Margaret, married 1221, Hubert de Burgh, Earl of Kent, Justiciary of England, and afterwards of Ireland, and died without issues. 1295.
· Isabel, married 1225, Roger Bigod, Earl of Norfolk. He died without issue 4 July, 1270.
· Marjory, married 1 August 1235, Gilbert, Earl of Pembroke, and died without issue 17 November 1244. He died after 27 June, 1241.
William had also five illegitimate children, a son and four daughters, from each of whom sprang one of the claimants to the Crown in 1291-92. WILLIAM (The Lion), died at Stirling 4 December 1214, was buried at Aberbrothock, and was succeeded by his son,
ALEXANDER II, born 24 August 1198, enthroned 6 December 1214. He married firstly, 19 June, 1221, Joan, (died without issue 4 March, 1237-8), daughter of King JOHN of England. He married secondly, 15 May, 1239, Mary (who married secondly, before 6 June, 1257, Jean de Brienne, son of John, King of Jerusalem), daughter of Ingelram (or Enguerand) de Couci, Baron de Couci in Picardy, and by her had issue, a son,
· ALEXANDER, his successor as ALEXANDER III.
Alexander II had also a natural daughter, Marjory, married Alan Durward, the Justiciary, whose grandson, Nicolas de Soulis, was one of the competitors for the Crown. He died at the Island of Kerrera 8 July, 1249, and was buried in Melrose Abbey and was succeeded by his only son,
ALEXANDER III, born 4 September 1241, enthroned at Scone, 13 July, 1249, married firstly, 26 December 1251, Margaret (died 26 February 1274-5), elder daughter, of Henry III of England, and had issue,
· Alexander, Prince of Scotland, born 21 January 1263-4, married 15 November 1282, Margaret, daughter or Guy, Count of Flanders, and died without issue 28 January 1283-4.
· DAVID, born 20 March, 1272-3, died unmarried June, 1281.
· Margaret, born 28 February 1260-1, married 31 August 1281, Eric Magnusson, King of Norway (who married secondly, ante 25 September 1293, Isabel, sister of ROBERT I, and died 9 April, 1283, leaving issue, an only daughter
· MARGARET, successor to her grandfather.
Alexander III, married secondly, 14 October 1285, Yolande, daughter of Robert IV, Count de Dreux, and died without issues. from a fall from horseback, nr. Kinghorn, 19 March, 1285-6. He was succeeded by his grand-daughter,
MARGARET, the Maid of Norway, born before 9 April, 1283, died unmarried 28 September 1290, on her passage to Scotland, and a disputed succession followed, the competitors, twelve in number, eventually agreeing to submit their claims to the arbitration of EDWARD I of England. JOHN BALIOL and ROBERT BRUCE were the two between whom the contest eventually lay, and on 17 November 1292 EDWARD decided in favour of,
JOHN BALIOL, born circa 1250, (eldest surv. son of John de Baliol (by his wife Devorguilla, third daughter, but eventual heiress of Alan, Lord of Galloway, and his wife Margaret, daughter of David, Earl of Huntingdon, he was crowned at Scone 30 November 1292 and his acknowledgment of Edward as Lord Paramount was followed by a succession of indignities, which goaded him into resistance, and he was compelled to resign the Crown, 10 July, 1296. He married before 7 February 1280-1, Isobel, daughter of John de Warenne, Earl of Surrey, and died in France, circa April, 1313, having had issue, two sons,
· EDWARD, crowned by the English at Scone, 24 September 1332, but fled from Scotland, 18 December1332, and died without issue 1383.
· Henry, slain at Annan, 16 December 1332, died without issue
Baliol’s deposition was followed by Edward’s subjugation of Scotland, and two struggles for independence, the first under Sir William Wallace, the second, with success, under ROBERT THE BRUCE, who at length succeeded as,
ROBERT (I) THE BRUCE, born 11 July, 1274, (eldest son of Robert Bruce, Lord of Annandale (see above), and grandson of ALEXANDER III's nominee (tanistair)), was crowned at Scone, 27 March, 1306, and re-established the independence of Scotland at Bannockburn, 24 June, 1314. He married firstly, circa 1295, Isabel, daughter of Donald, 6th Earl of Mar, and had issue, a daughter,
· MARJORIE, married 1315, Walter, 6th High Steward of Scotland, and died 2 March, 1315-16, soon after having had issue, a son,
· who became ROBERT II, first king of the House of STEWART.
Robert I married secondly, 1302, Elizabeth de Burgh (died 26 October 1327), daughter of Richard, Earl of Ulster, and by her had issue,
· DAVID, Earl of Carrick, his successor as DAVID II.
· John, died young.
· Matilda, married Thomas Isaac, and died 20 July, 1353, having had issue, two daughters Joan, married John of Lord, and Katherine, died unmarried
· Margaret, married before 10 November 1345, 5th Earl of Sutherland, and died 1358, leaving issue.
Robert I died 7 June, 1329, was buried at Dunfermline, and was succeeded by his elder son,
DAVID II, Earl of Carrick before his accession, born 5 March, 1323-4, crowned at Scone, 24 November 1331. He married firstly, 17 July, 1328, Johanna (died 14 August 1362), daughter of EDWARD II of England, he married secondly, 20 February 1363-4 (div. 20 March 1369-70), Margaret (died post 31 January 1374-5), widow of Sir John Logie, and daughter of Sir Malcolm Drummond. He died without issue at Edinburgh Castle, 22 February 1370-1, and was succeeded by his nephew,
THE HOUSE OF STEWART
ROBERT II, (only child of Walter Stewart, 6th High Steward of Scotland, and Marjorie Bruce, daughter of ROBERT I), born 2 March, 1315-16, Steward of Scotland, 9 April, 1326, Regent 1335-41, and 1346-57, created Earl of Atholl, 16 February 1341-2, Earl of Strathearn before 1357-8, and crowned at Scone, 26 March, 1371. He married firstly (dispensation dd 22 November 1347), Elizabeth (died ante 1355), daughter of Sir Adam Mure, of Rowallan. By her he had previously had issue,
· JOHN, Earl of Carrick, 1368, succeeded to the throne as ROBERT III.
· Walter, jure uxoris Earl of Fife, married Isabel, Countess of Fife, widow of Sir William Ramsay, and daughter and heiress of Duncan Earl of Fife, and died without issue after 14 August 1362.
· Robert, first Duke of Albany, born circa 1340, Earl of Menteith by m, and Earl of Fife and Earl of Buchan by entail, created Duke of Albany, 1398, and Earl of Atholl for the life of Robert III 1403, Great Chamberlain 1383-1407, Governor of the realm during part of the reigns of Robert II and III, Regent from the death of Robert III to his own death, 3 Sept 1420, married firstly, (by dispensation. 9 September 1361), Margaret, Countess of Menteith (died 1380), widow of Sir John Moray, Lord of Bothwell, Thomas, 13th Earl of Mar, and Sir John Drummond of Concraig, and daughter of Sir John Graham (and Mary, Countess of Menteith), and had issue,
· Murdoch, second Duke of Albany, and Regent of Scotland, who was attainted and beheaded 25 May, 1425. He married 17 February 1391-92, Isabel, eldest daughter and co-heiress of Duncan, Earl of Lennox, and had issue, with a daughter Isobel, married Sir Walter Buchanan of that Ilk, four sons,
· Robert, Master of Fife, died vita patris, without issue before July 1421.
· Walter (Sir) of Lennox, tried and beheaded at Stirling, 24 May, 1425, was ancestor of the Lords Avandale, Ochiltree, Methven, St. Colme etc.
· Alexander (Sir), beheaded 25 May, 1425.
· James (Sir), fled to Ireland, died without issue 1451, ancestor of the Stewarts of Ardvorlich
· Janet, betrothed (20 July, 1372) as a child to David, infant son of Sir Bartholomew de Loen and Lady Philippa Moubray, but it is doubtful if the married took place.
· Maria, married Sir William Abernethy of Saltoun, and had issue.
· Margaret, married firstly, Sir John Swinton, of Swinton and had issue. He was killed 14 September 1401. She married secondly, Robert Stewart of Lorn and had further issue.
· Isobel, married firstly, Alexander Leslie, Earl of Ross, and had issue. She married secondly, Walter Haliburton, of Dirleton, and had further issue.
Robert, Duke of Albany married secondly, Muriella (died 1449), daughter of Sir William Keith, Marischal of Scotland and by her had issue,
· John, third Earl of Buchan on the resignation of his father, 20 September 1406, and Chamberlain of Scotland soon afterwards, head of the Scottish auxiliaries in France 1420, Constable of France, fell at Verneuil, 17 August 1424. He married 1413, Elizabeth (who secondly, Sir Thomas Stewart, and thirdly, William, Earl of Orkney), daughter of Archibald, 4th Earl of Douglas, and had issue, a daughter,
· Margaret, married 1436, George, first Lord Seton and had issue
· Andrew, died without issue before 1413.
· Robert, de jure Earl of Ross, living 1431, died without issue
· Marjory, married Sir Duncan Campbell of Lochaw, first Lord Campbell and had issue.
· Elizabeth, married Malcolm Fleming of Biggar and Cumbernauld, and had issue. He died 1440.

Britain, and Emperor of India etc 20 January 1936. His Majesty renounced the throne for himself and his descendants by instrument dated 10 December1936, which was confirmed by the Declaration of Abdication Act, passed on the following day. He was created by Patent, dated 8 March, 1937, DUKE OF WINDSOR in the Peerage of the United Kingdom.
